esidents of the Northern

Peninsula are leaving a
legacy for future generations that
can be enjoyed by local people
and visitors.

They are pledging to preserve
its rare plants and unique habitat.
Through the implementation of
stewardship initiatives, commit-
ments have been made to use this
“fragile’ habitat responsibly.

Straits Elementary School, the
municipality of Flowers Cove and
landowners in Sandy Cove are at
the forefront of this move. This was evidenced by
recent signing of three stewardship agreements at the
school in Flowers Cove.

Straits Elementary has earned the distinction of

becoming the first school in Canada to sign a land
stewardship agreement. People take pride in the fact
that the place they call home is globally significant
and in the variety of plant species that grow here on
the limestone barrens.

The limestone barrens of the Northern Peninsula
are globally significant because they are home to the
world’s total population of Long’s Braya, Fernald’s
Braya. Barrens Willow and the Burnt Cape Cinque-
foil,

In an effort to protect this unique habitat, many
partners are working together under the Limestone
Barrens Habitat Stewardship Program.

Community interpreters offer guided tours and
interpretation of rare plants at Burnt Cape Ecological
Reserve. At Port au Choix National Historic Site, a
trail crosses the limestone barrens and interpreters at
the Visitor Centre can point out some of the special
features of the barrens.
